Direct Impacts on Macroinvertebrates 
“Construction of valley fills and other discharges of dredged or fill material authorized by the DA Permit into Pigeonroost Branch and Oldhouse Branch will impact the native macroinvertebrate community directly through loss of stream habitat as a result of fill (Final Determination, p 47).”
This is true: Insects will be buried
“Also, direct burial of these populations will likely affect food webs and the processing and transfer of energy and nutrients downstream.”
This is disputed, and there is sparse scientific literature to confirm it. That’s why the EPA Science Advisory Board, advised, “If statements concerning the effects of upstream communities on the structure and productivity of those downstream are made, the EPA should cite studies that have actually demonstrated a material or energetic link (SAB Report p 21).” The EPA provides no citations in this section.
